What is GEAR UP? 
West Virginia GEAR UP is a federally funded pro-
gram that helps students in ten counties prepare 
to succeed in education and training beyond high 
school. “GEAR UP” stands for “Gaining Early 
Awareness and Readiness for Undergraduate 
Programs,” and the program’s goal is to help 
more students pursue their dreams of earning a 
college diploma or skillset certificate. 
 

West Virginia GEAR UP is managed by the West 
Virginia Higher Education Policy Commission 
(HEPC), in collaboration with the West Virginia 
Community and Technical College System, the 
West Virginia Department of Education, the West 
Virginia Department of Education and the Arts 
and many other community partners. 
The GEAR UP program operates on seven-year 
cycles. The Commission is administering its sec-
ond consecutive GEAR UP grant, which began in 

2014 and will conclude in 2021.

According to the SOS (Signs of Suicide) Suicide Prevention Pro-
gram, feeling sad, down or discouraged are natural emotions.

When people 
have depression, it affects their emotions and mood, and it 
twists their way of thinking.  Some of the signs of depression, 
lasting 2 weeks or more are: negative feelings and mood: Do 
you feel unusually sad, discouraged or defeated? Low energy 
and motivation: Do you feel exhausted or drained? Physical 
symptoms:  Are you experiencing an upset stomach or chang-
es in weight? Negative thinking: Do you feel that nothing can 
improve the situation? Lack of Concentration: Are you having 
a hard time paying attention or focusing in class? Social with-
drawal: Are you pulling away from people and activities you 
once enjoyed? If you have a child showing these signs and you 
are worried about them, share your concerns with a profes-
sional.
